What are safety or S-phrases?

What are safety or S-phrases?

The following safety phrases (or S-phrases) and the corresponding number codes are used in
countries of the European Union (EU). These phrases or combination of phrases describe the
safety precautions to take when handling a chemical product. After a chemical is classified
according to its risk, the appropriate safety phrase is provided on the container label, along
with other information required by the EU. More than one phrase may be required.

These phrases will no longer be in use as the Globally Harmonized System of Classification
and Labelling of Chemicals (GHS) is phased in. Currently in the EU, GHS guidelines should
be used for pure substances, with the requirements for mixtures coming into effect by June 1,
2015. This summary is being kept because you may receive Material Safety Data Sheets
(MSDSs) or Safety Data Sheets (SDSs) with R and S (safety) phrases, depending on the
product. In addition, older MSDSs/SDSs may still be kept or used within workplaces.
